Odyssey 2012 Trilogy Part 2                               
Before the trip notes from Odyssey 2012 Trilogy Part 1 which took place in May-June are completed and sent to you, it is already time for Trilogy Part 2. The focus over the past two months has been detailed planning for Parts 2 and 3. Suffice to say, Part 1 was successful.

Elaine and I came back from the 23-day August/September Denmark/England/Scotland trip bloodied but unbowed. It was the wildest trip we have ever experienced. However, the positives far outweighed the negatives.

The good news is that we really enjoyed the people, golf and food in Denmark. We saw many old friends at Royal St. George’s in Sandwich in sparkling weather. I did play the spectacular new Trump course in Scotland (a must play but expensive) as well as every other scheduled course except one.

The challenges were:

· On the fifth day in peaceful Denmark a car break-in while playing golf in a remote part of the country with the loss of about 50% of our travel gear.
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At Boston Logan Airport. 50% stolen at Lyngbygaard Golf in Denmark.
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Car Break-in at Lyngbygaard Golf.
· Real trouble renting cars without my driver’s license which went in the robbery. Losing this key item is totally my fault for being lulled into not even contemplating a possible disappearance. 

· Elaine coming down with vertigo sickness in England (medication for that taken during car break-in).

· Stuck hotel shower producing hot steam which set-off an ear splitting hotel alarm system (an alarm in each room) at 6:30 am while shaving and then trying to explain to groggy and half garbed neighbors it was only a false alarm.

· Banging the top of my head in St. Andrews on a poorly designed Vauxhall car trunk 30 minutes before a competition tee time on The Old Course resulting in a concussion and much blood gusting through my golf cap and streaming down my face.

· Then battling 60 mph winds during said competition on the same day the British Ladies Open was cancelled due to the same high winds.

We did survive all the craziness and some of it now seems funny. You could not make this stuff up.

Much thanks go to our new friends at The Scandinavian Golf Club in Farum, Denmark (14 miles northwest of Copenhagen).  Managing Director Lars Peter Wilhelmsen along with Tuula and Frank Undall were our next stop after the car break-in and they were so helpful in the regrouping stage. The two courses there (Old & New designed by RTJ II company) are outstanding. The names are somewhat misleading as the “Old” opened in 2010 and the “New” in 2011. My preference was the New because of a smoother flow of holes with good variety and subtle challenges. It is the number one course in Denmark in my opinion. Both courses are well conditioned and extremely difficulty so bring your A-game or plenty of balls. In the attractive modern clubhouse there is excellent food and service.

Odyssey 2012 Trilogy Part 3                               
Turning to Part 3 of the 2012 Odyssey, one goal at the start of the year was to becoming current again in playing all courses on the GOLF Magazine 2011 World 100 list (first achieved in 1988). The number was three and in June I played Old Macdonald (#74 on the list Tom Doak/Jim Urbina design)) in Bandon, Oregon. In late October it will be Diamante (#58 on the list Davis Love III design) in Cabo San Lucas, Mexico and finally in November Barnbougle Lost Farm (#82 on the list Bill Coore design) in Tasmania, Australia. So if I’m going to these distant locations the schedule needs to be filled out with more highly regarded courses to visit for the first time to evaluate. 

Gordon Dalgleish of PerryGolf suggested a Circle Pacific program which offers a substantially reduced air fare if your itinerary fits the program’s requirements. After some maneuvering a 38-day schedule (27 courses) and Boston/LA/Hong Kong/Melbourne/LA/Boston flight schedule (24,950 miles) came together. Other plane tickets were purchased separately (5,887 miles).

The last time I played LA North and Riviera was 1997. LA North has gone through a recent substantial renovation by Gil Hanse and there has been some massaging at Riviera over the past few years.

There is much new golf course construction going on in China. In May 2011 when visiting the Kunming area for the first time, two interesting courses where under construction – Stoneforest C Course (Schmidt-Curley Design Company) and Yunling (a Rees Jones/Greg Muirhead design). Kunming is the capital of Yunnan Province which is in the mountainous southwest part of China bordering Myanmar, Laos and Vietnam. The climate in the Kunming area is consistently warm year around (60-75 degrees) so perfect for golf. The golf ball also goes a long way as the elevation in the area is more than a mile high.

Visiting China requires a visa. In 2011 I only had to complete a simple form. However, as of August 1, 2012 the central government changed the rules and every applicant has to provide proof of reservations to enter and leave the country as well as proof of every hotel reservation. So if you are going to China be prepared for much more paper work. 

Getting from one place to another on a golf trip in China is easy. Westerners absolutely do not drive as you need a Chinese license and this is not easy to obtain. Every hotel and golf course has access to a government subsidized taxi system (Buick seems to be the most popular). Because of Chinese wages, the cost of the driver is quite low.

As in my first visit, the base of operation will be Singapore-owned Spring City Golf & Lake Resort (30 miles east of Kunming City) where I will again play the best course in China (Lake Course-RT Jones Jr design opened 1998) as well the very good Mountain Course (Nicklaus design opened 1996). Not only is Spring City a large resort, but it is also a successful real estate development with several hundred units.

During the 2011 trip I did play the first two courses at Stoneforest and rode around the third course. Stone Forest is a world famous tourist attraction with 270-million-year old limestone formations of sheer tall rocks (up to 100 feet) coming out of the ground looking like petrified trees and giving the illusion of a forest of stone. The challenge for the Schmidt-Curley design team was to find green and tee sites among the thousands of stones without being permitted to move any of the larger ones. The Leader’s Peak course has the most stones on the property and thus is located in a dramatic and very unique setting.

Mission Hills is the largest golf complex in the world at three in-land locations: Dongguan (5 courses) and Shenzhen (7 courses) both just north of Hong Kong with Haikou (10 courses) on Hainan Island. All the courses are named after famous golfers who acted as design consultants, but most of the work was done by Schmidt-Curley Design.

Hainan Island (dubbed “China’s Hawaii”) is the southernmost province of China located in the South China Sea and 300 miles southwest of Hong Kong. The capital city is Haikou at the northern tip of the island with Sanya at the southern tip. The central government in Beijing has designated Hainan Island as a major international tourist location so there has been much infrastructure spending on transportation as well as easily granting permits for the construction of hotels and golf courses. Much of this is taking place on the beautiful sandy shores stretching on the east coast of the island between Haikou and Sanya. 

From Mission Hills Haikou I will work down the coast to Shanqin Bay (Coore + Crenshaw design),
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Taking notes at Shanqin Bay.
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Playing at Shanqin Bay
The Dunes at Shenzhou Peninsula (Weiskopf design), and then Jian Lake Blue Bay (JMP-Mark Hollinger design). At the end of golf there was no direct flight to Hong Kong from Sanya that fit my schedule so a flight to Shenzhen was booked with the thought of taking a two hour bus ride to Hong Kong. Thanks to Google I found a 40 minute ferry service directly from Shenzhen Airport to Hong Kong Airport.

My guess that a return trip to Hainan Island is in the cards within two years as more high profile courses will be opening. For instance, Tom Doak has two projects under way. While on Hainan during the current trip I hope to learn about all the new developments. 

The best way to Tasmania and Barnbougle is through Melbourne. So if you are in Melbourne one has to play Royal Melbourne, Kingston Heath and the Woodlands. The East Course at RM has received some recent attention from Tom Doak. Trying to work out the full Melbourne schedule with conflicting events at KH (Australian Masters) and corporate outings at RM required a “double dip” visit to the area.

Now for Facebook. I had every intention of posting several updates during the August/September trip but after the car break-in the spirit for this vanished along with my iPad. The first thing I did upon returning home was to go to the local Apple store for a new iPad. I had visions of a difficult restart, but was blown away by the Apple startup department. In what seemed like two seconds an associate retrieved everything that was on the stolen iPad including pictures taken in Denmark the day before the robbery. But I digress. On the upcoming trip I hope to do at least a few Facebook updates, but don’t hold your breath.
